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Patients and Methods

Methodology:

Study Design:

This study is a retrospective study of patients presented to national cancer institute with stomach cancer during the period (2008-2012). The study was approved by the ethical committee at NCI as the institutional review board guidelines. The study was done on 159 patients, 95 males and 64 females.
Patient selection:

· Inclusion criteria :
Patients presented to NCI during the period (2008-2012) with stomach cancer and underwent surgery and received chemotherapy and or radiotherapy.
· Exclusion criteria :

1- Poor general condition (old age, comorbid conditions).

2- Patients with liver metastasis, left supraclavicular lymph node metastasis.

3-  Inoperable stomach cancer ( locally advanced, ascites)

4- Patients with incomplete data.

Data will be collected from:
1- Medical statistics department records.

2- Pathology department records.

Methods:

The following data will be collected for each patient:

1. Patient identification.
2. Age.

3. Gender.

4. Clinical picture.

5. Investigations (upper GIT endoscopy and biopsy, CT abdomen and pelvis, tumor markers).

6. Type of stomach cancer.

7. Margins of resection.

8. Lymph node status (number of total and positive lymph nodes).

9. Grade.

10. Type of operation

11. Date of last follow up.

12. Recurrence (either local or distant).

Statistical Methods:

Data was analyzed using SPSS win statistical package version 12. Numerical data were expressed as mean with standard deviation. Qualitative data were expressed as frequency and percentage. Chi-square test or Fisher's exact test was used to examine the relation between qualitative variables. Survival analysis used Kaplan-Meier method. 
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
