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Conclusions
· We concluded that the extent of lymphadenectomy in management of gastric cancer is controversial, but D2 lymphadenectomy has significant survival benefit over D1 lymphadenectomy.
· We concluded that in our institute NCI disease free survival was 78.3 % after 6 month, 69.4 % after 1 year and 49.1 % after 2 years. Overall survival was 88.3 % after 6 month, 86.9 % after 1 year and 84.1 % after 2 years.
· Patients with grade 3 gastric tumors detected by pathological         examination postoperative had significant number of positive lymph nodes.
· Patients with GIST have the best disease free and overall survival.

Recommendations

· Implementation of D2 lymphadenectomy in surgical management of gastric cancer in NCI which include removal of all nodal tissue within 3 cm of the primary tumor and clearance of hepatic, splenic, celiac, and left gastric lymph nodes which  has significant survival benefit over D1 lymphadenectomy.
· Careful postoperative follow up of patients and early detection of complications and early intervention if needed.
· Accurate and precise reporting of intraoperative details in our institute NCI.
