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Students of the College of Education attitudes towards integration of deaf peers in higher education and its relationship with
some variables.
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Abstract: The study aimed to identify the nature of trends in the College of Education students at King Saud University towards integration of deaf
peers in higher education, and its relationship with some variables, and the researcher used measure of trends towards integration of the deaf in Higher
Education (researcher), where it was applied to a sample of (373) male and female students from the Faculty of Education at King Saud University in
Riyadh, and using the descriptive approach, and the most important findings of the researcher as follows: -

1- of the most trends positive trends, which focused on phrases that discuss the ability of the deaf to pursue undergraduate, master's, and doctoral
degrees, and the right to improve the functions of the Supreme Administrative, and that the integration of deaf students in higher education contributes to
accept their peers who heard them, and are required to provide support services to ensure the success the integration process. And sign language
proficiency of students listeners happy to deaf students, and have a strong relationship of friendship with them.

2- The presence of statistically significant differences at the level (0.01) between the mean scores of students of the Faculty of Education in the trend
toward the characteristics of the deaf, and the trend toward capabilities / potential of the deaf, from the dimensions of scale trends towards integration of
the deaf in Higher Education, The total score for the measure, according to the variable type, and so in favor of males.

3- there were statistically significant differences at the level (0.05) between the mean scores of students of the Faculty of Education in the trend toward
deaf culture of the dimensions of scale trends towards integration of the deaf in higher education, according to a variable area of study, and for the benefit
of students of the Faculty of Education allocates breeding private.

4- there were statistically significant differences at the level (0.01) between the mean scores of students of the Faculty of Education in the trend toward
deaf culture, and the trend toward capabilities / potential of the deaf of scale trends towards integration of the deaf in higher education, according to the
variable Study level. And for the benefit of students of the Faculty of Education at the study level VIII.

5 - The presence of statistically significant differences at the level (0.05) between the average scores students of the Faculty of Education in the trend
toward deaf culture, and the trend toward capabilities / potential of the deaf of scale trends towards integration of the deaf in higher education, according




to the variable in the presence of a deaf family, and for the benefit of students of the College of Education who have a deaf family.

6- The presence of statistically significant differences at the level (0.01) between the average scores students of the College of Education in the trend
toward deaf culture”, and the trend towards communicating with the deaf, trend toward capabilities / potential of the deaf dimensions scale trends
towards integration of the deaf in higher education, as well as the total score, according to the variable proficiency to communicate with the deaf, for the
benefit of students of the Faculty of Education who know how to communicate with the deaf.
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
