Clinical experience 
1. El Kasr El Aini teaching hospital / Cairo university / Egypt.

           I had my residency training for 3 years in El-Kasr El-Aini hospital which is the oldest standing hospital in Egypt and the Middle East. Being a staff  inEl- Kasr El- Aini implies competence, adequate training and reliability.

          The Gynaecology&Obstetrics department of the hospital is  divided into the central delivery suit, 6 inpatient wards, 3 special units  for the high risk pregnancy, fetal medicine and infertility . The outpatient clinics  are well equipped and comprise  ante natal, general gynaecology,  infertility  and  family planning clinics. The outpatient clinics are equipped with 3 ultrasound machines and an office hysteroscopy.

      We have 25,000 deliveries per year. We review around 30,000 patients annually in the antenatal clinic and around 15,000 patients in the gynaecology clinic annually. We undertake around 3000  surgeries for elective cases.

During my residency:

I was involved in 
· High-risk pregnancy unit for a period of 6 months (from August 2009 till March 2010) during which I learnt how to deal with medical disorders during pregnancy; mainly hypertension disorders, diabetes, heart disease, haematological disorders and  neurological disorders. During this period, I have seen about 120 pregnant ladies with all these medical disorders.

· Dealing with emergencies in Obstetrics & Gynaecology such as ectopic pregnancy, malpresentation, obstructed labour and caesarean sections. I performed about 1000 Caesarean sections, operative vaginal deliveries (30 cases), ectopic pregnancy(100 cases) retained placenta, complete perineal tears and surgical evacuation (300 cases).

· Minor and major surgery in gynaecology;hysterectomy (20 cases), myomectomy (35cases), ovarian cystectomy (20 cases), vaginal hysterectomy (2 cases), classical repair (5 cases), some cases of diagnostic laparoscopy for infertility.

· I performed operations that are prevalent in developing countries, such as repair of ruptured uterus (5 cases), internal iliac artery ligation for atonic postpartum haemorrhage (2 cases),B- lynch suture (1 case).

    Then after finishing my master degree, I was promoted to assistant lecturer where I was responsible for the labor word independently. Moreover I was involved in teaching residents basic clinical skills. Also I participated in the clinical round teaching for the medical students in the faculty of medicine.

2. King Abdul-Aziz hospital (Al-Hasa)(National guards health affairs) Saudi   
  Arabia:

                  They are well known hospital with almost 300 beds (our department is about 35 beds) dealing with different Obstetrics and Gynaecology problems and the management is according to evidence based medicine and royal college guidelines as they are staffed by UK trained consultants

In King Abdulaziz hospital :
   I started as a staff physician for almost 1 year through which I worked as a first on call. I dealt with all obstetrics and gynaecology emergencies. I had a good reputation among my colleagues and my consultants. No complaints were held against me during this period. I finished my MRCOG exam and were promoted to assistant consultant upon recommendation from all my consultants and the medical director. I worked as a second oncall responsible for the labor and delivery word where I proved my skills and efficiency in dealing with the emergencies, teaching and supervising staff physicians and residents 


· Iam competent in performing all types of Caesarean sections, operative delivery (non rotationalventouse and forceps), ectopic pregnancy (open surgery), Dealing with all complications of third stage of labor including postpartum haemoorhage, retained placenta and complete perineal tear without any supervision.

· I am capable of performing gynaecological surgeries like hysterectomy ,ovarian cystectomy and vaginal repair 

· I have assisted in several laparoscopic procedures

· I am quite familiar with the use of the ultrasound in obstetrics (early pregnancy assessment including nuchal thickness measurement,  growth scan and Doppler), CTG interpretation

                   Maternal and fetal effects of anticoagulation in pregnant ladies  
                   with prosthetic cardiac valves (prospective study). 

· This study was carried out in 66 pregnant women with prosthetic                cardiac valves to determine the effect of anticoagulation on the outcome of pregnancy and to compare between different anticoagulants aiming to determine the best protocol for managing such high risk patients
· We found neither the position of the valve nor the number has an effect on the outcome. We also found that fetal losses were more when warfarin dose more than 5 mg and there were no relation between INR value and fetal losses. We also found that CS is the safest mode of delivery in this group of patients

      Comparison between Biophysical profile and Doppler studies in  
       predicting fetal outcome in diabetic pregnant women (prospective 
       study).

· We performed this study on 50 diabetic pregnant patients comparing between four different modalities in monitoring the status of the fetusinutero

· We concluded that CTG and fetal MCA Doppler are the most significant methods for evaluating fetal wellbeing in this group of patients.
