B. Higher surgical training 1993-1997:

GIT surgery registrar (1993-1994):
 It involved performing supervised procedures such as partial and total gasterectomy, and emergency operations in treatment of perforated and bleeding peptic ulcer. I performed many splenectomies, cholecystectomies, liver biopsies. I have got a good experience in performing small and large intestinal resection for emergency and elective situations. I assisted in esophageal, liver and pancreatic resections. My experience also covers the small perianal procedures such as haemorhoidectomy, drainage of perianal abscess, lateral sphincterotomy, and perianal fistulae operations.

Breast Surgery registrar (1994-1995):
 I acquired a broad experience in different types of breast surgery. This included carrying out minor procedures i.e. drainage of abscess & breast biopsies as well as major operations i.e. modified radical mastectomy. My experience also involved doing breast conservative operations for early breast cancer i.e. lumpectomy, quadrantectomy and simple breast reshaping after such procedures. 

Head and neck surgery (1995-1996):
This was based on one-year experience in the head and neck unit at National Cancer Institute, Cairo University Hospitals. I learnt a wide variety of operations from a cervical lymph node biopsy up to a total laryngo pharyngectomy. I became competent in different thyroid surgery, neck dissections (radical, modified, selective), Parotidectomy (superficial and total) and sub mandibular glands excision. I assisted and performed many local, pedicled myocutaneous flaps in head and neck reconstruction particularly for oral cavity reconstruction such as PMMF, LDF etc….. 

Plastic surgery (1996-1997):
My experience involved a one year working as a registrar in Plastic surgery, Cairo university hospitals. My training has been based on four broad areas of Plastic surgery including General Plastic surgery, trauma and Burns, Hand surgery and micro-vascular surgery. I have independently performed several local and distant flaps such as pectoralis major myocutaneous flap and latissmus dorsi flaps in the head and neck reconstruction. I have also assisted in some free tissue transfers.

U.K. Clinical experience (1996-2002):
1. Clinical fellow Plastic Surgery, Canniesburn Hospital, Glasgow (1997):
In 1997, I obtained a scholarship from Cairo University to study and research in the U.K.  I worked as a clinical fellow in plastic surgery, Canniesburn hospital Glasgow for one year. I learnt many plastic surgery techniques and major reconstructive procedures e.g. free TRAM flap, free DIEP flap in breast reconstruction, free forearm and latissmus dorsi flaps in head and neck reconstruction. I also contributed in all the teaching activities including audit meetings, journal clubs. I attended two courses, the microsurgery course and the flap course in March and May 1997.

2. Research Registrar Plastic Surgery, Newcastle upon Tyne (1998-2001):
Later on the same year I was seconded to the plastic surgery department in the Royal Victoria infirmary, Newcastle upon Tyne. The aim was to work as a research registrar and work for MD degree in plastic surgery through a thesis. My job description involved doing 6 clinical sessions (2 clinics and 2 operative days) and 4 research sessions per week. My research work involved studying the microcirculation of the TRAM flaps. My thesis was submitted to the University of Newcastle and I passed a Viva exam in Dec.2001. I was awarded the degree of doctor of medicine (MD) from the University of Newcastle upon Tyne in May 2002. I managed to pass my Primary and final FRCS exams during this period of training.

3. Clinical fellow, Plastic surgery Middlesbrough (2001):
In April 2001 I was appointed as a clinical fellow in the plastic surgery department at the Middlesbrough general hospital. I was second on call (1:4) for trauma and burn. I also had a registrar list weekly where I performed many of the waiting list cases such as breast reduction, augmentation and abdominoplasty, beside the common hand surgeries such as carpal tunnel decompression, fasciectomy for treatment of duputreyn's disease of the fingers and correction of prominent ears. 

4. Staff Grade Plastic and reconstructive surgery, University Hospital of North Durham:
In Jan 2003 I was offered a locum staff grade job in the university hospital of North Durham. I worked with 3 consultants with rotation every 2 months. I was second on call for the trauma and burn (1/5) where I performed most of the emergency operations. I had my own registrar list once weekly where I independently performed many abdominoplasties, breast reductions, and augmentation mammoplasty operations. 

5. Consultant Plastic Surgery (Locum), Radcliff Infirmary; Oxford (Oct 2005-April 2006): 
I worked as a locum consultant for 6 months where my timetable was divided between three different hospitals (Radcliff Infirmary, Swindon and Newbury). The job description involved diagnosing and treating skin cancer patients besides carrying out the general plastic procedures. I routinely used the technique of sentinel nodes detection for the melanoma patients. I was on the call consultant rota 1/5.

 
Consultant and Professor reconstructive surgery (2012-till now):

After 5 years of training and research in the UK I returned back to Egypt and was appointed as a consultant and senior lecturer, plastic and reconstructive surgery at the National Cancer Institute, Cairo University Hospitals. 
My practice involved carrying out 8 clinical sessions and 2 teaching sessions per week. Our unit includes 8 consultants, 6 registrar and 6 SHOs. Most of my work involves performing resection of head and neck and breast cancer and reconstruction using local and free flaps I also carry out most of the general plastic surgery procedures such as breast reduction, augmentation, and abdominoplasty and hand surgery. I completed my Egyptian CCST in May 2002 and I was awarded another degree of doctor of medicine from the University of Cairo in July 2002.

In September 2007 I was promoted by Cairo university higher education board to an associate professor of reconstructive surgery. My time table with respect to my clinical commitments is exactly the same with much emphasis in breast and head and neck cancer surgery. This involves carrying out oncoplastic breast surgery, breast reconstruction, sentinel node detection, lymphadenectomies operations. In the head and neck area my job description involves undertaking resection and reconstruction of head and neck defects. This includes local, pedicled and free flaps to reconstruct skin, soft tissues, bone and the upper GIT. 
My academic commitments are directed towards training the postgraduate doctors, and endorsing the research activities within the department.
Currently I work as a professor and consultant of reconstructive surgery carrying same clinical and academic commitments.
