To draw a plan for an archaeological building e.g pyramid, mastaba
To recognize the difference between the royal and non-royal architecture and art
To distinguish the formal and non-formal representations of the nobles in the ancient Egyptian Art 
To familiarize the student with the different archaeological expressions which help him/her to search and write an essay or make a potential research
To identify the Old Kingdom (=OK) and the First Intermediate Period (FIP) objects in the different museums and sites.
