Abstract

Political participation of women in Egyptian and Libyan Revolutions 2011 Comparative Field Study in Social Anthropology

   This study aims to highlight the role of women in the revolutions of January 25th in Egypt and February 17th in Libya. It is an examination of the nature of this role as well as of the motives of women in both revolutions.
    The study follows a comparative and a descriptive analytical approach and it is mainly based on the in-depth interview guide.
   The study is composed 6 chapters. The first chapter includes the concept and Theoretical frames: the important of the study, the objectives and aims, the role theory to get generalizable results.
   The study also includes a review of the previous works. In chapter 2 the definition and classifications of the political participation and the revolution are discussed as a theoretical background of the research.      Chapter 3 deals with the motives of the participation of women in the revolutions of Egypt and Libya. Chapter 4 deals with the methodology of the study and Chapter 5 tackles the political background of the sample as well as the nature of the social order of the revolution. Chapter 6 explores the role of women in both revolutions and their aspirations, and finally the study concludes with the most important results.  
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
