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Summary

The Thesis contains an introduction and four chapter together with the

results of the research and list of figures also a list of bibliography.

The introduction deals with the using of the hieroglyphic signs in
Egyptian art in general then the signs nb — nbw — Hb each separately,
and the use of the three signs and their different meanings in Egyptian
language. The first chapter deals with the relationship and the
importance of the signs nb — nbw — Hb to the goddesses with their
different position which showed them over the signs. The second
chapter deals with the functional and the importance of the nb — nbw -
Hb to the gods, as well as the different position of their appearance
over the studied signs. The third chapter deals with the king and
showed his emerged with the nb — nbw — Hb signs and the different
position which showed him over them, together with the royal symbols
such as the crowns, cartouche and the rekhet birds and also the
importance of the three signs to these symbols. The forth chapter deals
with the relationship and the importance of the nb - nbw — Hb to
different symbol some of them appeared in the individual cases, and

others were commonly appeared over the studied symbol.
