[bookmark: _GoBack]     Poverty alleviation programs are believed to be the most fundamental objective of policy makers in the field of world development. It is clear that trade has become an important part of   policies for growth and potentially for poverty reduction. The main objective of this thesis is to examine the link between poverty and international trade in Egypt during the period 1980 - 2005. Using ARMAX model and POVCAL program, the link between trade, growth and poverty is studied. The main result of the thesis is that any increase in per capita income due to trade openness could obviously help in poverty alleviation, but decreasing inequality index can decrease poverty faster than changing growth only.   
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
