Abstract

The present study discusses and analyzes  the impact of  language on the national integration  of  South Sudan. The study is  based on a hypothesis supporting the impact of  language on the process of national integration. The test and proof of such a hypothesis required the studying of some other correlated social, cultural and political aspects. The qualitative and quantitative approaches were used for collecting the needed data. 

The thesis is divided into 5 chapters:
First chapter:
This chapter is devoted to the theoretical and methodological framework of the study that includes a general introduction of the topic, the reason,   the importance the hypothesis and the objectives of the study. In addition to the different methodology and approaches used for carrying out this study. A part of this chapter is concerned with reviewing relevant literatures.

Second chapter:
This chapter is mainly concerned with the community of study, i.e. South Sudan: It initially presents the social, economic, cultural, political and religious background of South Sudan, then  focuses on the most important  tribes of the South: Dinka – Nuer – Shuluk – Bary and Azande. The chapter ends by addressing the historical roots of the problem of south Sudan .

Third chapter:
This chapter discusses and studies the linguistic situation in South Sudan. It identifies and defines the terms "language "and "dialects". The Sudanese languages is  generally reviewed. The local languages in the South were addressed by examining the daily life language, the media language, the language used for political discourse and the language used for education. The future of the local languages is also examined at the end of this chapter.


Fourth chapter:
Discusses the impact of language on the process of national integration by identifying and analyzing three main axes: first: the role of introduced policies for language management in the process of national integration, second: the role of Arabic language in the national integration, and third the impact of the language on the national integration.

Fifth chapter:
Discusses and analyzes the different obstacles and difficulties that might affect the national integration negatively. Accordingly, the role of the tribal and cultural identity was studied,   the role of the religious identity was analyzed, in addition to the role of the linguistic and ethnic identity.  The internal struggles between the different powers and authorities in the South and  the dispute over the Abey region. The impact and consequences of discovering oil in the South. The chapter ends by identifying and addressing the most important positive and negative results  of Sudan separation on South of Sudan .

The final part of the thesis includes the conclusion and the most important results and recommendations.
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
