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Serag E.-D. Habib received the B.Sc. degree (Hon) from Cairo University, Egypt in 1968. He received the M. Sc. Degree in Solid State Physics from AUC, Egypt in 1971; and the M.Sc. and the Ph.D. degrees in Electrical Engineering from University of Toronto, Canada, in 1973 and 1978 respectively. Dr. Habib occupied several teaching and research positions at Cairo University - Egypt; University College of Swansea - Wales, U.K.; Kuwait University - Kuwait; and Qatar University - Qatar. He is currently a Professor emeritus at the Electronics and Communication Department, Faculty of Engineering, Cairo University. 

Dr. Habib’s current research interests include VLSI design, SoC,  MEMS, and semiconductor devices. He has authored and co-authored three books, and 100 papers; out of which 45 papers are published in refereed international journals. He holds a British patent for his invention of the ALDMOST power MOST transistor. Dr. Habib supervised and co-supervised 64 Ph.D. and M.Sc. theses. He shared in more than 24 funded and successfully-completed research projects in Egypt, in addition to his contributions to other research projects in Kuwait and Wales, U.K. Dr. Habib contributed significantly to the introduction of VLSI design in Egypt, Kuwait and Qatar. He led the design and implementation of the first Egyptian processor, code named Cairo University SPARC (CUSPARC) processor. Two versions of this processor were successfully manufactured in 2010 and 2014. Over the period 2016 to 2019, Dr. Habib headed the consultants committee for the Joint Chinese-Egyptian PV lab. in Sohag, the first semi-industrial lab  for solar cells fabrication in Egypt. 
In 1985, Dr. Habib was awarded the Egyptian State Encouragement Prize for his research in semiconductor devices. In 1995, he received the Egyptian Legion of Distinction (first class). Dr. Habib received the Appreciation Award of Cairo University for Engineering Sciences for year 2016. He is a Life Senior Member of IEEE.
