The researcher noticed , during teaching Solfeggio and
Hear training that the students have some difficulties,
through professors and experts views, and students opinion
about problems they face within ear training course, it turns
out that there is difficulties in singing and differentiating
between scales and gregorian modes, that affected scoring

2. There are statistical significant differences among the
pre-and post measurements for the experimental and
control grop in memorable dictation in ear training
course, differentiating between scales and gregorian

modes in favor of the experimental group.
