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Aim:

To assess the Value of Ki-67 labeling index in preoperative diagnosis and grading of phyllodes tumor and its impact on treatment outcome.
Methods:

A retrospective study was done on 74 cases diagnosed as primary phyllodes tumor of the breast at our institute from March 2004 till March 2012. The median age was 43 years (range, 18–72 years). Tumors were benign in 53 cases (71%), borderline in 9 cases (12%), and malignant in 12 cases (16%). Surgical treatment was performed as lumpectomy, wide local excision, simple, and modified radical mastectomy in 42 pts (56.8%), 16 pts (21.6%), 8 pts (11%) and 6 pts (8%) respectively. Eleven patients (14%) received adjuvant radiotherapy.
Results: 
After a median follow-up of 48 months, local recurrence and distant metastases rates were 47% and 6% respectively. In the malignant and borderline group (n = 21), radiotherapy was underutilized. Disease free survival significantly decreased in patients with borderline and malignant tumors and in patients with Ki-67 labeling index above 10%. 
Conclusions: 

Benign phyllodes tumors have an excellent prognosis. Mastectomy and/or adjuvant radiotherapy may be considered in borderline and malignant tumors with narrow margins to avoid the risk of relapse both locally and systemically. More cases should be studied to validate the use of Ki-67 labeling index in individualizing treatment for such cases.
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
